-HISTORY-

Moncks Corner, the County Seat of Berkeley County, dates back to 
the year 1735 when Thomas Monck, a Charleston merchant purchased 
properties upon which the original site was located. This tract of land 
was bisected by the road from Charleston to the eastern Santee section 
and the road from Charleston to Nelson's Ferry. It was at the intersec­
tion of these two roads that the original settlement developed and came 
to be referred to as Moncks Corner. This village located at the junction 
of these roads and near the headwaters of navigation on the Cooper 
River, became an important trading post and remained so for about a 
century. 

In the early 1800's the Santee Canal was opened and the village lost 
its importance as a trading center. In the 1850's the Northeastern Rail­
road was constructed (now the Atlantic Coast Line) and gradually the 
population moved from the site of the old village to properties adjacent 
to the railroad, site of the present city. 

In 1885 the Town of Moncks Croner was incorporated by act of the 
Legislature. 

In 1895 Moncks Corner was selected as the County Seat of Berkeley 
County and in 1897 the present brick Court House was erected. 

With the coming of the Santee-Cooper Navigation and Hydro­
Electric Project, which began operations in 1942 Moncks Corner experi­
enced a phenomenal growth. It is now a center of trade for the whole 
surrounding area and looks forward to continued growth and prosperity.
